The Acts of the Apostles
Lesson 5
“What God has cleansed, no longer consider unholy”
Isaiah 49:6 “I will also make you a light of the nations, so that My salvation may reach to the end of the earth.”
Read Acts 10-12
1.
In Acts 9:31, the gospel had gone out to Judea, Galilee, and Samaria, but what area still remained to be reached (Acts 1:8)?
2. Who was the Gentile in Caesarea that God prepared to hear the gospel through Peter (Acts 10:1-5)?  Since Caesarea was a Gentile city, Peter was reluctant to go; but how did God prepare him to go (Acts 10:9-20)?
3.
Peter’s vision in Acts 10:10-16 was perplexing since the Jewish eating laws were ingrained in all Jews.  What did Jesus teach in Mark 7:14-19?  How does Acts 10:28, 34-35 both confirm the New Covenant and the great commission?
4.
What was the climax of Peter’s presentation to Cornelius in Acts 10:38-43?  What was the outcome in verses 44-48?
5.
What was the controversy among the apostles and brothers in Christ in Acts 11:1-3?  Summarize Peter’s explanation in Acts 11:4-15.
6.
With what great truth did Peter conclude his explanation in Acts 11:18 (Ephesians 2:13-16; 3:6)?
7.
At that time, in what Gentile city did a “large number” believe in Jesus and turn to the Lord (Acts 11:20-26)?  Who did the Jerusalem church send there to follow up and encourage them?  Who did Barnabas recruit (11:25-26)? 
8.
What problem erupted at the Jerusalem church, and how did God use Saul and Barnabas to help, and to unify both churches (Acts 11:27-30)?
9.
Who was the first Apostle to be martyred in Acts 12:1-2?  Who else was arrested by Herod 12:3-11?  How was Peter dramatically released from prison? 
10.
Where were many in the church gathered in prayer for Peter (Acts 12:12)?  Even though they were praying for Peter, what were they “amazed” about (12:14-16)?  The historian Josephus wrote that Herod was struck down while delivering a speech about himself in 44AD.  How does the author of Acts explain Herod’s death in Acts 12:21-23?
