The Acts of the Apostles
Lesson 8
Paul’s Third Missionary Journey
In Paul’s second missionary journey recorded in Acts, he revisited the churches in Asia Minor that he had already planted, and then by the leading of the Holy Spirit, Paul was the first to take the gospel to Macedonia and Greece.  Paul spent the most time at Corinth as the Lord had “many people in this city.”  He was in Corinth for a year and six months, and then on his way back to Antioch, Syria, Paul stopped at Ephesus (18:19) and preached in the synagogue there.  Paul was well received there in Ephesus and promised to try and come back for a longer stay.

What was the positive result of the fake exorcists getting beat up in Acts 19:17?  What did some of the black magic people do after they believed in Jesus in (19:18-19)?

What two major cities did Paul purpose to visit after Macedonia and Achaia (Greece) (Acts 19:21)?  Why did Paul send Timothy and Erastus ahead of himself to Macedonia (2 Corinthians 8:1-5)?
5.
What was the controversy stirred up by Demetrius the silversmith in Ephesus according to Acts 19:23-41?  One of the Seven Wonders of the World was the Temple of Artemis in Ephesus.  How was Paul’s message damaging the Temple of Artemis (19:27)?
6.
Where did Paul go when he left Ephesus (Acts 20:1-6)?  What happened to Eutychus in Troas (Acts 20:7-12)?
7.
Describe Paul’s last visit with the elders of the church at Ephesus in Acts 20:17-38.   
8.
As Paul was journeying to Jerusalem, what message did the brothers in each city give him (Acts 21:4, 11)?  How did Paul reply (21:13-14)?
9.
What happened when Paul went into the temple in Jerusalem (Acts 21:27-33)?  What part of Paul’s message to the crowd did they object to (Acts 22:3-22)?   
10.
Where did the Romans first take Paul to be imprisoned (Acts 23:23, 33)?  Why after about two years did they send Paul to Rome to be tried by Caesar’s court (Acts 23:11; 26:32)?  How long was Paul a prisoner in Rome, and what did he do there (Acts 28:30-31)?
