The Parables of Jesus
Lesson 10
The Wedding Feast (Matthew 22:1-14) 
Context
1.
In Matthew 21:23, what question did the angry religious leaders ask Jesus?  Knowing the religious leaders of Israel had rejected Him, Jesus told a series of parables about Israel’s rejection and the consequences of their refusal to accept and obey the Christ. 
2. In Matt 21:33-41, what parable did Jesus speak to the religious leaders to represent their bad treatment of the Son of God?  Was Jesus clear in Matt 21:43-46 about who the parable was directed against?

Why was Israel rejecting the Christ, and what are the consequences (Matt 21:12-13; John 11:47-48)?

What did Jesus compare the kingdom of heaven to in Matt 22:2? 
5.
Did the King follow up on his earlier invitation, to a select group of people, to the wedding feast in v. 3-4?  What was their response?   
 

6.
Instead of the wedding feast of the King’s son, what were they preoccupied with in verse 5and Luke’s version in Luke 14:18-20?  What did others do to the King’s representatives in Matt 22:6?  Did you think the King’s servants represent the prophets God sent to Israel?
7.
How did the King respond to their rejection of the King’s son in Matt 22:7?  Who did the King invite afterwards (Matt 22:8-9)?   
8.
What was the one qualification that the King required in v.11-12?  Do you think this means that you must come to God on His terms and not on your own terms?  All were invited but not without repentance and faith and respect to honor the King and His son.
9.
If they would not come to God according to His way, what were the consequences (Matt 22:13)?      
10.
What does the conclusion in Matt. 22:14 mean?  The invitation went out to many, but how many were actually allowed to come?
