The Gospel of Luke
Lesson 3
The Beginning of Christ’s Ministry 
After His baptism and temptation, Jesus began His Galilean ministry around the northwest side of the Sea of Galilee.  Jesus had been rejected in His home town of Nazareth, so He made Capernaum His home base (Luke 4:31).  Simon Peter, Andrew, James, and John had all been a witness to the confirmation of Jesus as the Messiah by John the Baptist, and they had believed in Jesus as the Son of God (John 1:35-51).  After that time with John the Baptist, they returned home to Capernaum to the fishing business. 
Read Luke 4:38 through 6:16

In Luke 4:38-42, what was Jesus doing for the citizens of Capernaum?  What did Jesus say when they tried to keep Him there (v42-43)? 
2. The Lake of Gennesaret is a Greek name for the Sea of Galilee.  How big was the crowd at the lake where Jesus was preaching in Luke 5:1-3?  What had Simon Peter and his partners been doing all night (Luke 5:1-5)?
3.
After Jesus finished teaching, what surprising instructions did the carpenter give to the professional fishermen (Luke 5:4)?  What was Simon’s protest, and what happened after they obeyed (Luke 5:5-6)?

Who were Simon and Andrew’s partners (Luke 5:10)?  How many fish did they catch (v6-7)? 
5.
What was Simon Peter’s reaction to the miracle (Luke 5:8)?  After such incredible success, you would think Peter would be happy and confident, so why do you think he reacted this way?

What was Jesus’ admonishment and prediction in Luke 5:10?  What life changing decision did they make in Luke 5:11?
7.
As Jesus went to all the other cities teaching, what else did He do that attracted large crowds (Luke 5:13, 24-26)?   
8.
What unexpected group did Jesus appeal to in Luke 5:27-29?  Who objected to this, and what was Jesus’ response (Luke 5:30-32)?  Why did Jesus and His disciples “eat and drink” (Luke 5:33-39)?
9.
What tradition of the Pharisees did Jesus and His disciples break (Luke 6:1-2)?  How did Jesus respond in defense (Luke 6:3-5)?         
10.
 Knowing their tradition about working on the Sabbath, did Jesus purposely confront them in Luke 6:6-11?  What was Jesus’ convicting question in verse 9?
