The Gospel of Luke
Lesson 4
Early Ministry and Teaching in the Galilee 
After Jesus had called and commissioned Peter, Andrew, James, and John in Luke 5, He had many following Him, but in Luke 6:12-16, Jesus chose twelve whom He named as His closest apostles.  The sermon He then preached in Luke 6:17-49, is very similar to the Sermon on the Mount recorded in Matthew 5, but His Luke 6 sermon was given at a different location to a different audience. 
Read Luke 6:17 through Luke 9:50
1.
Why were the crowds coming to see Jesus (Luke 6:17-19)?  What kind of people will be in the kingdom of God according to Luke 6:20-23?  Who did Jesus warn in v24-26? 
2. What was His teaching in Luke 6:31 that became known as the “golden rule” (Matt 7:12)?  What was His seemingly impossible teaching about loving (Luke 6:32-38)?
3.
Who built the synagogue at Capernaum and asked for Jesus’ help in Luke 7:1-5?  How did the centurion exhibit his humility and faith in Jesus (Luke 7:6-10)?  What did Jesus commend this Roman for (v9)?    
4.
What problem did they run into at Nain (Luke 7:11-16)?  What did Jesus do for the widow? 
5.
Matthew 11:2 tells us that at that time John the Baptist was in prison where he would soon be killed.  Since John’s circumstances were so difficult, what question did he have for Jesus in Luke 7:19-23, and what was Jesus’ answer?  

6.
What did Jesus teach at that time about John the Baptist in Luke 7:24-34?  How did Jesus compare the nation’s rejection of John with the rejection of Jesus (v33-34)?
7.
What was the Pharisees’ objection to the contritious woman who cleaned Jesus feet, and what did Jesus say and do for her in response (Luke 7:36-50)?   
8.
Notice the important role women have in Jesus’ ministry.  Who was following Jesus and supporting the group financially in Luke 8:1-3?
9.
What three miracles did Jesus perform for His closest disciples to teach them about faith in Luke 8:22-55?         
10.
What important questions did Jesus ask in Luke 9:18-20?  What was the difference between the crowd’s view and the apostle’s view?  What other important part about who Jesus is must be believed in according to Luke 9:22-26?
