The Gospel of Luke
Lesson 5
Rejection of the Son of God 
After the transfiguration of Jesus by which the disciples saw the glory of God in Jesus and heard the voice of God confirm Jesus; they journeyed with “His face toward Jerusalem” (Luke 9:51-53).  Jesus began to teach repeatedly that He must go there to be rejected, suffer, be killed, and be raised up (Luke 9:22).  The author (Luke) told many stories that revealed that Jesus had been rejected by the nation of Israel and its religious leaders in Luke 9:51 through 13:35.  These stories revealed why an innocent man would be crucified. 
Read Luke 10-13:

When Jesus sent His disciples out to preach the Gospel, did He predict strong opposition (Luke 10:3)?  Who responded properly and who rejected according to Luke 10:21? 
2. Who “tested” Jesus trying to find fault (Luke 10:25-29)?  What story did Jesus tell that revealed that the religious leaders were not keeping the Law (Luke 10:30-37)?

When Jesus miraculously healed the dumb man, how did the contentious religious leaders explain it (Luke 11:15-16)?  What logic did Jesus use to refute them in Luke 11:17-23?    
4.
What problem did the Pharisees have with Jesus in Luke 11:37-38?  How did Jesus admonish them in v39-44? 
5.
What was Jesus’ teaching about in Luke 12:1-3?  

6.
What story did Jesus tell to admonish the greedy man in Luke 12:13-21?  What is God’s view about riches (v21)?
7.
What shocking statement did Jesus make in Luke 12:49-53?  Do you think Jesus was predicting a “division” in Israel over whether Jesus is the Messiah?   
8.
People like to ask, “Why do bad things happen to good people?”  How did Jesus answer this question in Luke 13:1-5?  What is actually the most important thing in God’s perspective (v5)?
9.
What loving act did Jesus do that outraged the leader in Luke 13:10-14?  What did Jesus say to humiliate His opponents in Luke 13:15-17?         
10.
Describe the gate to heaven in Luke 13:23-24.  Will all the religious hypocrites who claim to believe in God get into heaven (Luke 13:25-28)?
