Seeking and Saving the Lost 
Read Luke 19
1.
On His way to Jerusalem, what ancient city did Christ pass through (Luke 19:1-10)?  Who climbed a tree to see Jesus?  What did Jesus tell him in verse 5? 
2. Did the religious leaders have a problem with Jesus going to the man’s house?  How do we know the sinful tax collector repented and was saved (Luke 19:8-9)?
3.
Why did Jesus come into this world, or what was His purpose statement (Luke 19:10, Mark 10:45)?    
4.
What did Jesus’ disciples expect to happen imminently in Luke 19:11?  What parable did Jesus tell to illustrate that there would be a delay in setting up the kingdom (Luke 19:12-27)? 
5.
Was Jesus telling them cryptically that He was going away for an extended period of time, but eventually would return to set up the kingdom (v. 12)?  What was the “citizens” problem in verse 14, and how would it end for them in verse 27?  

6.
While He is gone, does Jesus expect His disciples to serve Him while He is gone, and will there be a day of accountability (Luke 19:15-26)?  Does this agree with 2 Corinthians 5:10-11?
7.
On what is known as Palm Sunday, what villages did He pass through and what mount did He ascend in Luke 19:28-29?  What instructions did Jesus give His two disciples, and what prophecy did it fulfill (Luke 19:30-32, Zechariah 9:9)?   
8.
As Jesus descended the Mt. of Olives on His way into Jerusalem, what song did the crowd praise Him with (Luke 19:37-38)?  What O.T. passage were they quoting?   
9.
What did the Pharisees demand that Jerusalem do in Luke 19:39-40?  What was Jesus’ reply?         
10.
Since the crowd was joyfully praising God, why was Jesus weeping in Luke 19:41-42?  What prophecy did Jesus make about the immediate future of Jerusalem in Luke 19:43-44?
