How did the “scribes and chief priests” try to “catch Him in some statement” in Luke 20:20-26?  What was Jesus’ profound answer?

What riddle did the Sadducees try to trick Jesus with in Luke 20:27-40?  How did Jesus prove the deity of the Christ in Luke 20:41-44 (see Matt. 22:41-46)?

On Tuesday night after teaching in the temple, Jesus and His disciples walked out of the city and up the Mt.of Olives where they all turned to take in the wonderful view of the Temple Mount (Matt. 24:3).  What did Jesus say about His second coming (Luke 21:25-28)?

Who made a deal to betray Jesus the next day (Luke 22:1-6)?

What instructions did Jesus give Peter and John concerning the Passover meal (Luke 22:7-14)?  When would be the next time Jesus ate this meal with them (v. 16)?   
8.
What instructions did Jesus give them that would memorialize His sacrifice for them (Luke 22:17-20)?  What covenant predicted by Jeremiah 31:31-33 did Jesus usher in (Luke 22:20)?   
9.
After the last supper, where did they go, and what did Jesus pray (Luke 22:39-44)?  How passionate was He, and who comforted Him?         
10.
How did Judas point Him out to the soldiers (Luke 22:47-48)?  What response of violence did Peter give, and how did Jesus admonish him (Luke 22:51, Jn. 18:10-11)?  Why didn’t Jesus want His disciples to defend Him (Matthew 26:53-56)?
