Lesson 10
Evangelism
In Jesus’ last teaching to His disciples before the crucifixion in John 14, He gave comfort and promises to them about the future.  Jesus was leaving them in person, but He would send them a “Helper” to continue the ministry.  Jesus also promised them that they would do “greater things” than they had seen Him do.  This was all fulfilled in Acts 2, when the Holy Spirit descended and indwelt them on a permanent basis.  As a result of the filling of the Holy Spirit, 3000 believed in Jesus that first day.  Jesus had given them a clear commission in Acts 1:8 to be His witnesses throughout the area and then to the world.  This commission was passed on to their disciples and continues on to the church today.

What are the key passages for the “great commission” as revealed by Matthew, Luke, and Paul (Matt 28:18-20, Luke 24:47, Acts 1:8; 20:21, Colossians 1:25-29)?
2. What ministry has God given to all believers in Christ (2 Cor 5:18-19)?  Who do we represent, and what has God committed to us (2 Cor 5:20)?

An important part of Paul’s evangelism was his testimony.  What were the important points of Paul’s testimony (Acts 22:3-16; 26:4-23)?

How did Paul explain the process of evangelism in 1Cor 3:5-9?  What sacrifices did Paul make to “save some” in 1Cor 9:19-27?  
5.
What should motivate us to be prepared to give our testimony (1Peter 3:15)?  How important is a gospel presentation to evangelism (Rom 1:16)?

Using the “Roman Road” method of presenting the gospel, how would you use the following passages to present the gospel: Romans 3:23; 6:23; 5:8; 5:10-11; 5:1-2?
7.
What charge did Paul give to his disciple Timothy in 2Timothy 4:5?  At the end of his life, how did Paul view his ministry (2Timothy 4:7, Acts 20:24)?  What image did Paul use for his reward in heaven (2Tim 4:8)? 
8.
At the end of the day, who is responsible for converting the lost (1Corinthians 2:4-5, Luke 24:4-5, 1John 5:20, Acts 11:21; 13:4, 48; 16:14; 18:9-10)?
9.
According to Romans 10:13-18, who will believe the gospel and be saved?  How shall they hear the truth about God?  How does faith in Christ come to a person (v 17)?  How would you answer the protest that “they have never heard” (Rom 10:18, 21; Rom 1:19-20)? 
10.
It appears that evangelism is a joint effort between us and God – we show up and share the gospel in the power of the Holy Spirit, and God somehow calls people or convicts them that it is true.  Therefore, what is a good definition of success in evangelism?
