The Letter of Paul to the Romans
Lesson 10
The Practical Application of Righteousness
We have found that the theme of Romans is the righteousness of God which is ours by faith.  In Romans 

1-3, Paul established that all of mankind whether they are pagan idol worshippers, upright moral people, or deeply religious people; all are sinners and need a Savior.  All people who have expressed true faith in God’s provision for our sin have been “justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption which is in Christ Jesus”.  Not only has God saved us but He has also freed us from the power of sin now so that He has given “life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who indwells you”.  Therefore, the question is, how shall we now live?
Read Romans 12
1.
In Romans 12:1, on what basis does Paul “urge” us into action?  What does “present your bodies” mean (Rom 6:13, 16; 2 Corinthians 5:15, 20)? 
2.
Should we continue to be controlled by worldly peer pressure, or transformed by renewing our minds with spiritual input (Rom 12:2)?  How did Peter express this same idea in 1 Peter 1:13-15 and 2:1-5?
3.
What is our responsibility of service to each other within the body of Christ, the Church (Rom 12:4-8)?  How should we treat each other (Rom 12:9-16)?   
4.
When we are wronged, or have a serious conflict with someone, how should we respond (Rom 12:17-21)?  What is the principle of revenge (v 19)?  
5.
What is the Christian’s relationship to the governing authorities (Rom 13:1-5)?  What about taxes (Rom 13:6-7)?
6.
Can you find the Golden Rule in this passage (Rom 13:8-9)?  What overriding expression fulfills the law (v 8, 10)?
7.
Compare Rom 13:12-14 to Rom 12:1-2.  How did the actions of the new believers in Acts 

19:18-19 comply with the teachings of Paul in Romans 13:14?
8.
When diverse groups of people from different races, cultures, and religions are added to the church community they may bring with them different traditions of eating, drinking, and worship.  How should we respond to such diversity (Rom 14:1-6).
9.
What is the overriding principle of this “Christian liberty” (Rom 14:7-9)?  What is Paul’s teaching on judging fellow Christians (14:10-12)?  What is more important – peace and edification, or being right about the correct way to eat, drink, and worship (14:19-21)?
10.
What command was Jesus Himself the perfect example (Rom 15:1-3)?  How is it possible “to strive together” with Christian leaders like Paul (15:30)?
