The Letter of Paul to the Romans
Lesson 9
The Hope of Glory
In Romans 8:1 Paul reconfirmed that all who are in Christ are forgiven, but he went on to establish that not only are we saved from the penalty of sin but also from the power of sin.  God has given all believers His Spirit to lead us and enable us to fulfill His commandments.  The Holy Spirit dwells in us and though our mortal bodies must die, He has given spiritual life to our mortal bodies through His Spirit.  We are now obligated to live according to the Spirit and not the flesh.

How is the Holy Spirit currently leading Christians (John 14:25-26; 16:13-15, Luke 24:45, Eph 3:16-19; 4:12, James 1:5, Gal 5:16-17, Acts 1:8)?

What is a further assurance that we actually are adopted as children of God (Rom 8:15-16)?

Whose inheritance will we share in Rom 8:17?  What must we endure before we receive the inheritance (v17)?  What is the comparison in Rom 8:18?  
5.
What was the consequence of original sin as it affected the creation (Genesis 3:17-19, Rom 8:20)?  How does Paul use “personification” to depict that all creation is eagerly anticipating the second coming of Christ (Rom 8:19-22)?
6.
Who else is eagerly anticipating the resurrection (Rom 8:23)?  Who all is “groaning” like a mother giving birth who is currently in pain, but will soon be joyful (Rom 8:22, 23, 26)?
7.
What is the ultimate inheritance that we look forward to and have been promised (Rom 5:2; 8:17, 18, 21, 30, 2 Thes 2:14, 2 Cor 4:17, 2 Tim 2:10, 1 Peter 5:10)?  What did Jesus do so that we could be guaranteed this glory (2 Corinthians 8:9, Phil 2:5-8)?

How is the Holy Spirit currently helping our weakness (Rom 8:26)?  What are we guaranteed concerning all the events and circumstances of this life (8:28)?  What is the ultimate “good” that we are promised (Rom 8:29, Phil 3:21)?
9.
What are the links in the progressive plan of God for our eternal destiny from before creation to after the second coming of Christ (Rom 8:29-30)?  Who had the plan and who had the power to carry it out?
10.
What rhetorical questions does Paul ask in Romans 8:31-35?  Who can overrule God?  If your judge is also your advocate, how can you lose (v 33-34)?  Can anything separate us from the love of Christ (v 38-39)?  Are we assured victory (v 37)?
