The Book of Isaiah
Lesson 5 – Chapters 24-35
The End of the World as We Know It
This section reveals that the entire world is living under the curse of God’s judgment because of rebellion.  The human race would much rather trust human leaders and other nations than God, thus they trust in the creation instead of the Creator.  The result is that God will first bring harsh discipline to both His people, Israel, and then the whole world.  Nevertheless, there is great hope because in the end God’s servant, our redeemer, will bring righteousness to the earth and restore His believing people into peace and prosperity.
1. What is the eventual fate of planet earth and its inhabitants (Isa 24:1-6)?  Why will the Lord devastate it (24:5-6)?
2.
In spite of God’s wrath against rebellious sinful humans, what is the message of hope in Isaiah 25:1, 6-9?   
3.
In the day when God’s people are restored in His kingdom, what song will they sing (Isa 26:1-21)?  What is the image Isaiah uses of the restored fruitful kingdom (Isa 27:2-6)?
4.
In Isaiah 28:1-8, the prophet likens the leaders of Israel (Ephraim) to a bunch of drunks.  Since they wouldn’t be taught by God’s prophets, who would God send to “teach them a lesson” (Isa 28:11-13; 2 Kings 18:11-12; 25:1-10)?
5.
What “woe” did Isaiah announce against Jerusalem (which he calls Ariel) (Isa 29:3)?  Notice the movement from judgment (29:1-4) to hope (v 5-8) and then back to judgment (v 9-14).  What would happen to Assyria when they besieged Jerusalem (Isa 28:5; 37:36)?

Why can’t Judah “see” the truth (Isa 29:9-12)?  What does Isaiah say about all the practiced religion going on in Jerusalem at that time (Isa 29:13-14)?  What did Jesus say about true worship (John 4:23-24)?    
7.
How did the leaders make their plans in Isaiah’s time (Isa 29:15-16; 30:1-3)?  Did they trust God or go to Him for wisdom?  What do they say to the prophets (30:9-11)?
8.
What would an ideal king be like (11:2-5; 32:1-6; 33:5-6)?  When the Messiah rules as king, what will the kingdom be like (11:6-9; 32:15-18; 33:24)?
9.
Who is called out in Isaiah 34:1-2?  Why is God angry, and why will God eventually destroy the present world (Isa 1:2-4; 2:8, 12; 13:11)?  Compare Isa 34:4 to Revelation 6:12-17.     
10.
Describe the conditions following the great judgments of Isaiah 34 (Isa 35:1-10).  What is the destiny of those who believe and put their trust in God (35:10)?  Isaiah 35:2 says they will see the glory of the Lord, the majesty of our God.  In what person is God’s glory and majesty manifested to us (John 1:14, 18; 14:8-11)?
